With the assistance of MCC, the Brethren in Christ Church is 
distributing 72 tons of wheat and soybeans to 23 high schools in 
Matobo District where many of Zimbabwe's 33,000 Brethren in Christ 
live. 
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MCC's campaign, is focused on building schools, supporting education, assisting farmers and promoting 

peace in southern Sudan. MCC is seeking to raise to raise $2 
million per year over the next 5 years through the campaign.  

MCC's "Coming Home: Sudan" campaign grows out of 
more than 35 years of partnership with Sudanese churches, 
according to Arli Klassen, MCC's executive director. 
During the war, MCC worked with Sudanese church 
organizations to distribute food aid and support 
peacemaking efforts.

Burma 

Mennonite Central Committee (MCC) is appealing for 
$500,000 to support relief and recovery work in the southeast 
Asian nation of Myanmar also known as Burma.  

MCC is working with trusted partner organizations within 
the country who are responding to the tragic aftermath of 
cyclone Nargis.  

Water, medical treatment, food and emergency supplies are 
immediate priorities for MCC  in Myanmar and will also 
support longer-term recovery efforts .
