It’s almost time for the second edition of “Quilting at 
the Beach!” Individuals or teams of 4 women are 
invited to come stay a block of 2 to 4 days during 
Friday, 8/27, through Monday, 9/6.  The plan is to 
quilt part of each day on a queen size top to be 
auctioned off at the Festival in October. You do not 
have to be a "master" quilter to come!   
 
Stay at Dianna Eshleman’s four bedroom 
oceanfront home near Depoe Bay with full kitchen 
and sitting room. Bring your own food for snacks & 
supper OR eat out.  Coffee & tea provided. Bedding 
and towels provided. Cost: $35 per night per 
woman, which includes continental breakfast and a 
simple soup lunch (new this year). All the 
overnight/meal fees go to pre-sale expenses.   
 
Last year the queen size bargello quilting project 
was completed in 10 days and sold at the Fall 
Festival auction for $2950!  We hope for the same 
miracle of completion in the 11 day time period this 
year and an equally generous buyer at the quilt 
auction in October!
